(CS 169).

Credentials must be in order.
Credentials should fulfill one of the
following criteria:

Confer full powers on the delegation;

Authorize the delegation to represent its
government without restrictions;

Give the delegation, or certain members,
the right to sign the final Acts.

Credentials should be signed by the
Head of State, Head of Government,
Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
